Summary for the month of December

As happens each year at Christmas time we have been busy with retail Operations throughout Warrington. This means that the PCSO has been working not only in Culcheth but also at Gemini, Junction 9 retail, Riverside, and the Town Centre. The tradeoff for this is that other patrols both on earlies and lates have been looking after our own retail in the form of Bents and Culcheth Centre. In effect this has meant that the retail sector in Glazebury and Culcheth has actually seen more of the Police than if the PCSO was working here alone.  

TRUCAM remains in use with Wigshaw Lane and Warrington Road Glazebury both receiving attention although activations were low. One incident of note from New Year’s Eve is an incident upon where an elderly female fell on common lane sustaining a broken hip. The assistance of a passing nurse was beneficial.
