4 Minutes of the previous meeting were agreed at the PC meeting on 8th March 2022.
5 Matters arising 
5.1 Community Day –
The Clerk reported that WBC have asked for a Site Plan & Medical Plan to go with the Event forms submitted.  There have been queries regarding why the forms are being submitted. They have been submitted previously by the previous Clerk. Any Event needs to meet WBC guidelines, if they do not and there is any mishap the insurance would not meet any claim. The forms have changed and resulted in ongoing queries. St John’s are busier than usual and will respond by the middle of April. The Clerk has identified the need for a stronger Risk Assessment.
No key can be found for the kick rails. New padlocks will be needed.

Cllr Bland updated on progress for Community Day.  Entertainment, ice cream vans, fair etc are booked.  Stall bookings will speed up nearer the time.  Leaflets are ready and will be posted by uniformed groups, and posters are to go up at shops and appropriate locations.

5.2 Christmas Lights – WBC are to disconnect the lights from the streetlight, as the company have still not removed the lights for storage.

5.9 Defibrillator – locations have been confirmed, with agreement from Motor Fuels for 1 to be located at the BP garage. They will arrange the electricity supply. One package has been ordered.  The second will be in Glazebury.

There was a press article about Darren Bibby who is going to be fundraising for a defibrillator for Culcheth. The Clerk has been in touch and updated on the PC plans. He will be in touch at a later date.
